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Fundraising Ideas
Over the years, credit unions have found innovative ways to raise money for Credit Unions for Kids. Here are some examples of the best ideas:
· Host Live or Silent Auction 
· Hold a community-wide barbecue on behalf of your CU with proceeds benefiting CU4Kids 
· Create a cookbook, hold cover drawing contest, sell cookbooks to members
· Host a Walk-A-Thon with a pledge drive 
· Hold a fundraiser with raffle prize (theme baskets, concert tickets, movie tickets, etc.)
· Host a city-wide golf tournament (invite sports celebrities, local or national) 
· Host ‘Dress Down Days’ for CU employees ($5 to wear jeans)
· Sell seasonal gifts (stuffed toys, Valentine’s Day candy, etc.)
· Offer ‘Skip-A-Pay’ or skip a loan payment options (charge a fee)
· Solicit donations from SEG’s early in the year; include list of upcoming fundraisers
· Truck/auto raffle (several CUs contribute to purchase vehicle to raffle)
Get creative with your fundraising ideas! Investigate the possibility of your credit union offering a paid day off for the staff person who raises the most money. On a regular basis, let the staff know how well they are doing in their efforts. Post totals in the lunchroom. Ask for their ideas and input.
Instead of having one internal committee assigned to do all the work, set up mini committees charged with one aspect of the campaign. For example, one group could be in charge of the entertainment book sales and another group could do the bake sale. And remember, the money raised from your credit union will support the hospital in your community, and will be added into your yearly donation totals.
